You will notice that our list of sick is much smaller today! Please
know that all the names that we had been reading are in the
bulletin for our private prayer. Newly coming on board, we would
like to take this time to catch up on learning all those who are
listed in the sick list, and remind everyone of our desire to pray for
people in two ways.

The first way we would love to pray for you is through the "Mass
Intention" for a deceased member of your family, for a health
intention, or for a special intention. This means that the Mass will
be specifically celebrated for that intention. Requesting a Mass
intention means that you are asking that the grace of Christ's
sacrifice, in his death and Resurrection, be applied for a particular
purpose.

Common practice is that there is usually one Mass intention for a
daily Mass and no more than three Mass Intentions for a Saturday
night or Sunday Mass. The Mass Intention can be arranged with
our Parish Office and there is a typical donation of between $10
and $15 per individual intention. These intentions are published
weekly in the bulletin and can be arranged over the phone by
calling 773-539-7510 or by going to our web site qofachicago.org
to fill out a Mass Intention form.

The other category of prayer is remembering the recently
deceased and newly sick members of our Parish or in your
family. We will remember the recently deceased at Mass in our
prayers of the faithful and in the bulletin for the first week after
death. Please contact the Parish Office to share the name of a
recently deceased. Our prayers are with you! For those who are
newly sick and request prayers, a pastoral visit, Communion, or an
anointing of the sick, please call the Parish Office and we will ask
about which needs you might have, whether it be prayer (and for
how long) or any other need you might have, as listed above.

Our only goal is to keep everyone in prayer through the Mass
Intentions process, as well as, through our recently deceased list
and sick list. Please be patient with us as we put into place a new
in-take process for the sick list so as to better monitor your
preferences.

Congrats to all the Collegians and High School students returning
to School. Our prayers are with you.
