This session’s objectives:  
- To practice the movements and responses of the rite of the Confirmation Mass 

- To foster a continuing connection with Jesus and with the Church community through awareness of 

one’s spiritual gifts and desire for continued involvement past Confirmation day 

- To assemble lists of Candidates interested in various types of ministries, to be used to assign roles in 

the Confirmation Mass and/or forwarded to heads of those ministries for follow-up in the Spring
