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Dear Family of Faith, 
 
Thank you for your prayers as Fr. Michael and I were attending the 
Priest Convocation this past week Monday through Thursday.  It 
was good for all priests in Parish ministry to be together for a time 
of prayer and renewal.  The gatherings had formerly been every 
three years but were bumped up to every two years.  What a great 
time to be together with brother priests, our local Bishops and  
Cardinal Cupich.  Please know you all were in our prayers.   
 
Perhaps you have seen the beginnings of our Parish Library  
outside of Holy Family Hall, downstairs.   These are books that 
have been collected from all over, mostly our St. Matthias Rectory, 
that are now available to all.  Feel free to leave books that assist 
others on their Spiritual journey, or take a book with you, bring it 
back after you read it, or pass it on to someone who needs to read 
it.   It does have a good section of Theology and Philosophy, so 
take a look.    
 
In the Gospel this weekend, Jesus calms the violent waves and 
storm that was terrifying the Apostles.   At times we criticize the 
Apostles for having little faith and not trusting in Jesus.   I realize 
though, that sometimes I am the one with little faith!   We watch 
TV, hear the news and look around, and sometimes all we see is  
negativity, war, division, hostility and lack of upholding each oth-
er's dignity.  In the midst of these violent waves, perhaps we forget 
to trust in Jesus and ask for His healing hand.   Jesus' healing is  
powerful and often he uses us as the conduit of that healing for 
others.   How are you being called to be a source of healing for 
others, especially in violent storms?    
 
Remember to sign up for Totus Tuus!   It will be a great week for 
our children up to sixth grade in the morning, and seventh through 
Senior year in the evening!   Encourage and sign up your  
children.

Sin embargo, me doy cuenta de que a veces soy yo la que tiene 
poca fe. Vemos la televisión, escuchamos las noticias y miramos a 
nuestro alrededor, y a veces todo lo que vemos es negatividad, 
guerra, división, hostilidad y falta de defensa de la dignidad de los 
demás. En medio de estas olas violentas, tal vez nos olvidamos 
de confiar en Jesús y pedir su mano sanadora. La sanidad de 
Jesús es poderosa y a menudo nos usa como el conducto de esa  
sanación para los demás. ¿Cómo estás siendo llamado a ser una  
fuente de sanación para los demás, especialmente en las  
tormentas violentas? 
 
¡Recuerda inscribirse en Totus Tuus! ¡Será una gran semana para 
nuestros niños hasta sexto grado en la mañana, y séptimo hasta 
último año de escuela secundaria en la noche! Anime e inscriba a 
sus hijos.
