I was pretty nervous after Fr. Jason approached me last month to
ask me to write the letter for the bulletin. | am quite comfortable
handling the roles of my job that include managing the buildings
and the finances, but sharing my faith with others feels quite out of
my league.

Around this time, my wife shared an episode of the podcast, Poco
a Poco with me because she thought it would help with writing this
article. The episode talked about how men and women generally
have a different approach to developing their faith. Women tend to
talk and share more while men typically like to be more active. In
reflecting on this, | realized in the Gospels that the disciples are
usually known for sitting down and praying. It seems that Jesus is
most often sending them on a mission to do something. This is
reflected in our Gospels readings over the next two weekends as
the disciples help Jesus by gathering and distributing food — they
aren't sitting and praying, they are doing something.

This is by no means an excuse for men to avoid praying and
developing a spiritual life, though I think it is important to
acknowledge that men might come to develop their inner spiritual
life by first “doing something”. This reminds me of the work of the
Men's Club. We have so many great men serving the parish and
school by setting up the gym for community events, selling
Christmas trees to raise money, and socializing on the golf course,
etc. | also see this as we serve as coaches of the school sports
teams. Women also play a critical role in serving in these same
ways (and in many ways probably make a bigger impact in the
church compared to me), but | want to especially call the men to
reflect on how their involvement in these activities might be leading
them to further development of their spiritual life and to be
conscious of how we are serving Jesus when we are performing
these tasks.

To the men of this parish, | hope you will join me in finding new
ways to be active in our parish (maybe through serving during
mass, participating in the men's club, or participate in our fall
Alpha) and | pray that we are all open to the ways in which we can
share our fellowship with each other during these activities and are
able to realize how these activities are helping us build our
personal spiritual lives.

Queridos amigos,

Estaba bastante nervioso después de que el P. Jason se acerco a
mi el mes pasado para pedirme que escribiera la carta para el
boletin. Me siento bastante comodo manejando las funciones de
mi trabajo que incluyen la administracion de los edificios y las
finanzas, pero compartir mi fe con los demas se siente bastante
fuera de mi liga.

Alrededor de este tiempo, mi esposa compartié conmigo un
episodio del podcast, Poco a Poco, porque pens6 que ayudaria a
escribir este articulo. El episodio hablé sobre como los hombres y
las mujeres generalmente tienen un enfoque diferente para
desarrollar su fe. Las mujeres tienden a hablar y compartir mas,
mientras que a los hombres les suele gustar ser mas activos. Al
reflexionar sobre esto, me di cuenta en los Evangelios de que los
discipulos suelen ser conocidos por sentarse y orar. Parece que la
mayoria de las veces JesUs los envia en una mision para hacer
algo. Esto se refleja en nuestras lecturas de los Evangelios durante
los proximos dos fines de semana, ya que los discipulos ayudan a
Jesus recogiendo y distribuyendo alimentos: No estan sentados
rezando, estan haciendo algo.

Esto no es de ninguna manera una excusa para que los hombres
eviten orar y desarrollar una vida espiritual, aunque creo que es
importante reconocer que los hombres pueden llegar a desarrollar
su vida espiritual interior primero "haciendo algo". Esto me
recuerda el trabajo del Club de Hombres. Tenemos tantos
hombres excelentes sirviendo a la parroquia y a la escuela
instalando el gimnasio para eventos comunitarios, vendiendo
arboles de Navidad para recaudar dinero y socializando en el
campo de golf, etcétera. También veo esto cuando servimos como
entrenadores de los equipos deportivos de la escuela. Las mujeres
también juegan un papel critico en el servicio de estas mismas
maneras (y en muchos sentidos probablemente tienen un mayor
impacto en la iglesia en comparacion conmigo), pero quiero llamar
especialmente a los hombres a reflexionar sobre como su
participacion en estas actividades podria estar llevandolos a un
mayor desarrollo de su vida espiritual y a ser conscientes de como
estamos sirviendo a JesUs cuando estamos realizando estas
tareas.

A los hombres de esta parroquia, espero que se unan a mi para
encontrar nuevas formas de ser activos en nuestra parroquia

(tal vez sirviendo durante la misa, participando en el club de
hombres o participando en nuestro ALPHA de otofio) y ruego que
todos estemos abiertos a las formas en que podemos compartir
nuestra comunion unos con otros durante estas actividades y
seamos capaces de darnos cuenta de como estas actividades nos
estan ayudando a construir nuestras vidas espirituales personales.
