Our rigorous curriculum challenges our students to
transcend the standards established for them by
nationally organized assessment and instruction
programs. An average student-teacher ratio of 16:1
allows our teachers to establish close relationships with
students and help them surpass growth expectations. On
average over the past three years, our students have
shown growth beyond expectations on the i-Ready
assessment in both math and reading, with 143% growth
in Reading.

Many of our families begin their early education journey in our
community with our Bridge program, which provides our youngest
learners with the foundational skills that will allow them to
establish strong connections with their peers while becoming
comfortable with a classroom setting
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Beginning in preschool, our students visit the Queen of Angels
library each week.  Our Librarian, Ms Velez, fosters a love of reading
and encourages students to follow their  interests by checking out books
from our vast collection of fiction and reference texts.  Middle schoolers
participate in activities related to media literacy, identifying distinct types
of media, and apply critical thinking when referencing media messages. 

Ms. Kunchenko works with middle school students in our science lab
during our dissection unit.  At Queen of Angels School, our science lab
provides students with hands-on experiences using dissection kits and
various lab materials to deepen their understanding of scientific concepts.
The lab supports an innovative curriculum designed to foster critical
thinking and practical skills.   By using these resources, we aim to equip
students with the knowledge and confidence to explore and understand
science in their everyday lives.
