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With your generous help, Queen of Apostles Parish
succeeds in feeding our neighbors in need. Last Sunday,
47 neighbors came to share a hot meal served by parish
volunteers and the Society of St. Vincent de Paul. The
Little Free Pantries on Ainslie at our St. Matthias site and
on Claremont at our Queen of Angels site are frequently
used as a low-pressure way to get needed food. Though
anyone can donate to these pantries, doubtless our
parishioners and ministries take the lead on keeping food
flowing into them. The Thanksgiving Food Drive continues
this weekend, concluding with a distribution event next
Saturday morning organized by the Society of St. Vincent
de Paul for their client list of more than 90 neighbor
families. When we serve the least of our brothers and
sisters living on the margins of society, we serve Jesus!

The U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) calls
American Catholics to consider not just acts of charity like
these, but also acts of justice. Their instructional materials
themed on the “Two Feet of Love in Action” use the
image of our left and right feet to explain how to be a
Church that, like Jesus, goes to the margins.

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We walk with the foot of Charity when we meet the
immediate physical requirements of persons in need
by the giving of food, shelter, clothing, alms, etc. We
walk with the foot of Social Justice when we ask
why these persons are in need and try to do
something about that, whether through education,
advocacy, or promoting peace. Our 2nd Year
Confirmation class uses some of the USCCB
materials and imagery later in the catechetical year,
when the students reflect on the service they have
done as part of their Confirmation Preparation
requirements.

While not perfect, and possibly offensive to those
who live full lives without one or more of their feet,
the Two Feet give us perhaps a more useful image
than the more well-known expression, “Give
someone a fish and they will eat for a day. Teach
them to fish and they will eat for a lifetime.” This
expression implies that Social Justice is better than
and should replace Charity because it lasts longer.
The USCCB helps us to understand that both Charity
and Social Justice are very much needed! After all,
what is that person supposed to eat in the meantime
while they are learning how to “fish”, getting a “pole”
or a “net”, etc.?

Next weekend, November 22-23, a second collection
will be taken for the Catholic Campaign for Human
Development (CCHD). What makes this different
from many other collections during the year is the
focus on justice — offering a hand up from poverty
more than a handout. Your gifts go to programs with
longer-reaching and less immediate goals -- job
training, financial literacy counseling, affordable
housing resources, teaching entrepreneurial skills,
organization of workers enduring unfair work
conditions, etc.

In consultation with the Archdiocese of Chicago,
CCHD gives grants to local organizations which focus
on these further-reaching effects, giving a voice to
the marginalized or advocating to change structures
or laws. You may be familiar with the work of recent
local recipients of these grants such as Voice of the
People (affordable housing opportunities), Genesis
Cleaning Cooperative (worker-owned cooperative),
Arise Chicago (organizes workers and faith leaders
around fair labor practices), Center for Changing
Lives (community advancement), and Male Mogul
Initiative (leadership and entrepreneurial training in
communities of color). Thank you for your continuing
generosity to those in need in our community and
beyond, and for remembering to follow Jesus by
walking to the margins with both feet.
