If you are like me, than this
happens often. In an unexpected death, in a job
change, in a loss of a friendship, in
misunderstandings, in financial loss, in anxiety, we
have to move forward with trust in God and our belief
in Jesus His Son. This Advent and Christmas season,
every year, reminds us to trust and to walk the hard
path that we know is right. The easy answer is
usually never the right answer, ask Joseph!

I know in my own prayer, at times it is very easy to
set aside time and pray. But other times, | have to
force myself and not give in to the many excuses |
can make, and buckle down in prayer. It is always in
these moments, when | dont want to pray, | hear the
prompting of the Spirit that surprises me and
encourages me to walk into the hard moments. |
invite you to give the Hallow app a try. Our Parish is
listed in the app, after you do your initial sign up, and
you will find a good community of people praying
there with regular reminders. Give it a try. No need to
subscribe, just skip that prompt!

When we take the short cut, abdicate or actively
choose contrary to what we know is right, there is
Reconciliation. This Tuesday, December 23rd at 7:00
PM, we will celebrate communal prayer with
individual reconciliation. Outside priests will be
present to help us. When was the last time you
listened to your angel to do the hard thing?

Finally, thank you for your generosity to our Queen of
Apostles Parish. This is now our sixth Christmas as a
Parish with two Churches, pastoral care of two
Schools and praying in two languages. We are doing
well, but we all need to listen to our Angels
promptings and invitations. Thank you for your
generosity of $1,670,000 for extraordinary capital
projects. And thank you for your most generous gift at
Christmas for our ordinary needs. May the gift of
Jesus support and challenge each of us on our
discipleship journey.
