Happy Easter! Today we celebrate
the Sixth Sunday of Easter. At this
point, most likely the jelly beans have
all been eaten, perhaps bunnies have
hopped back to the Easter box to be
put back in the attic, and if you are
anything like me, the beautiful Easter
lilies have faded. But we are still joyful
in the Resurrection of Jesus! This
great season of hope and joy,
proclaiming our Alleluia, continues for
50 days as we anticipate the great
feast of Pentecost.

In the past few years, I have really
benefited from the daily readings
especially during the Easter season.
They tell a continuous story of the
unfolding of our Church, of the
incredible and bold witness of the
disciples who experience the Risen
Lord, and of the ways that God

Traveling from
the Old Testament to the New Testament, we have
seen the great wonders and miracles of God that
permeate our Salvation History story. We marvel at
how God’s hand is clearly at work from the very
beginning until now. We see the many ways that
God’s great love for us is shown, most importantly by
giving us Jesus. What is my explanation for my
Hope? It is that God has so loved us that He sent His
only Son who was willing to give His life for me (and
you) even while we were still sinners, even when we
reject Him, even when we choose to not follow Him.
We are LOVED and FORGIVEN and NEVER
ALONE!

Today we also celebrate Mother’s Day. We are
grateful for the gift of our Moms. Their example of
sacrifice, love, and care deeply shapes us. We also
honor today our Mother Mary, who was given to us
by Jesus. Our perfect Mother Mary is always
watching over us, helping us, protecting us, and
guiding us. I would encourage you to pray the
Rosary as a part of your weekly or daily prayer
routine. It is a wonderful prayer that connects us to
Jesus and to Mary.

May God continue to bless us in this Easter Season
and bless all our Moms and Mom-figures in our lives!
