The first reading from the Acts of the Apostles (Acts 6:1–
7) presents a community that is growing yet also facing
concrete needs. Guided by the Holy Spirit, the apostles
organize service so that no one is neglected, especially
the widows. In this way, a ministry is born that unites
faith and charity, reminding us that a living Church is one
that prays, but also serves.

This Word comes alive among us today. We give thanks
to God for the St. Vincent de Paul ministry, whose
commitment to food collection and distribution reflects
the very spirit of the early Church. This is not simply
about giving; it is about recognizing Christ in those in
need. Through their Community Meal, where our less
fortunate brothers and sisters are fed, we live out one of
the works of mercy: feeding the hungry. And in their
visits to the sick and those in need, we continue to
encounter Christ in the face of those who suffer.
